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Vision 
To encourage resilient, prosperous and sustainable communities in Durban, by addressing the impacts of climate change on our City, and exploiting opportunities for low carbon growth and development. This will be achieved through collaboration by a broad range of role-players, the forging of relationships, knowledge sharing and leading by example.


Objectives 
The specific objectives of the Partnership are to:
1. Support, facilitate and/or endorse climate change projects and initiatives within the eThekwini Municipal Area, in aid of sustainable development and poverty alleviation 

2. Facilitate knowledge sharing and awareness raising on climate issues and developments amongst key sectors and stakeholders

3. Provide input to relevant policy and planning processes, and act as an interface on policy development as undertaken by all spheres of government

4. Encourage the rapid implementation of ‘no-regrets’ climate change opportunities in Durban


Key Activities
Learning from best practices both nationally and globally, the Partnership will lead, co-ordinate and support innovative adaptation and mitigation responses to climate change, through the following activities:

1. Providing technical or other assistance to specific climate related projects or programmes where required
2. Developing action plans for different sectors to facilitate the implementation of climate change adaptation and mitigation activities
3. Supporting communication, outreach and awareness raising on climate change related topics, including through the dissemination of information within key sectors, and via a process of public engagement
4. Identifying and sourcing appropriate funding for the facilitation or implementation of priority projects and initiatives
5. Commenting and providing specific feedback on municipal, provincial and national policies, legislation and regulations of relevance to climate change and the Partnership’s activities
6. Facilitating synergy and knowledge sharing amongst a variety of climate change related projects and programmes in the eThekwini Municipal Area
